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WHAT IS ISLAM? WHO IS A MUSLIM?
What 15 Islam?

The meaning of Islam is to submit oneself completely to the will of Allah; to follow the path as
commanded by Aliah and to act according to the rules set by Him,

Islamn also signifies peace and brotherhood, and is a religion that can be followed easily by everyone
and everywhere, in the day to day life. Followers of Islim believe in all the Prophets of God from
Adam {AS) to Mubammad (SAW), and also believe in the Holy Books.

Islam is a way of life. It is a simple and uncomplicated religion, giving one maximum freedom
without interfering with the freedom of others. It directs people to believe in one God (and so is
called a ‘monotheistic’ religion); to do goed; fo pray five times a day and pay the poor rate (Zak3t
and Khums}; to fast in the month of Ramadan; to perform Hajy; and to fight for the sake of Ailah,
amongst other things. Also, Islam forbids us to be, and do, evil.

Who is a muslim?

The followers of Islam are known as muslims; this is a person who submits to the will of Allah
completely. A muslim is one who believes in:

I. The oneness of Allah,
2. Muhammad (SAW) as the messenger of Alldh, and
3. The Day of Judgment, and Heaven and Hell.

One becomes a Muslim when he recites the Kalima and thus expresses his ot her faith in the above
three things. The Kalima s as follows:

LA JLAHA IL LAL LAH (There is no god but Allih)
MUHAMMADUR RASULUL LAH (Muhammad is the messenger of Allah)

Muslims follow the Holy Book revealed to Prophet Muhammad (SAW). The Qur’an is the direct
word of Allgh as revealed to the Prophet. it is in its original form and language, and is unchanged;
the orders of the Qur’an are for all times. The other books had been tampered with but no harm can
ever come 1o this Holy Book, because Allzh Himself protects it.

Along with the above, musiims also believe in Usiil ad-din and Furit* ad-din. They are the articles
of faith and are very important. We will be learning about a few articles of faith in detail in our
class.

TAWHID
WHY DO WE BELIEVE IN GOD?

Let us first think about the fellowing: There is one tmain teacher in your class. There is cne
principal of your madrasah and also just one Prime Minister to run your country, Now why is that?
Why are there not two teachers in every class and two Prime Ministets of Canada?

Just imagine if there were two teachers trying to teach this class. One day one of the teachers wonld
come in and say that you were going to leamn about Tawhid. However, the other teacher would not
like that idea and say that * Adatat would be a better topic. These two would not agree and thus the
class would become confused - chaotic - while both tried to teach their own topic of interest. The
students would become confused and not know whom to follow. Similar is the case when we have
more than one principal or Prime Minister, as well as Lord.

If there were more than one Lord, one day one would want to try a different method of rurming the
world and the other might not agree. They would arpue and we, ag the inhabitants of the earth,
would suffer. For example, let us say that one day one of the gods would want it to rain while the
other would want sunshine. Ifthey did not agree and do things their own way then we would have a
day with rain and shine together and what an odd day it would be!

Also, we believe in one Ged only because Allah says it in the Qur’an in Siirah Al-Ikhlas. There
were also all the Prophets and the Im&8ms who directed us that, “There is no God but Alldh - He is
one and there is none like Him",

Finally, as our Lord is All Powerful, there only can be one. If there were more than one then each
would have some degree of power over the other and no one would be "All Powerful".

Note: A verse of the Qur’an that talks about Tawhid is:

“Had there been in (the Heavens and the Earth) other gods except Allgh, they wounld both
fiave certainly been in a state of disorder...” (Sarah Al-Anhiyi’; 21:22}




AS-SIFAT ATH-THUBUTIYYAH

These are Positive Attributes that represent different aspects of Allah’s power and grandeur. They
help us to understand Him, but they are not separate nor separable from Him. They are part and

parcel of His Being.

1. QADIM: Allih is Eternal, He was never born and He will never die.

2. QADIR: Allah has power over everything (Omnipotent).

3, ‘ALIM: Allah is Ommniscient, i.e. He knows everything. Nothing ever remains a secret
from Him,

4. HAYY: Allah is alive and will remain alive forever .

5. MURID: Allah has His own discretion in afl affairs. He cannot be forced to do anything.

6. MUDRIK: He is All-Perceiving, as Sami* (All-Hearing), Basir (All-Seeing), Hazir
(Ominpresent). Allah see and hears everything though He has neither eyes nor ears.

7. MUTAKALLIM: Allah is The Master of the word, i.e: He can create speech in anything as
He did in a tree for Hadrat Miisa (AS) and in the “Curtain of Light” for the Holy Prophet
{SAW),

8. SADIQ: Allzh is true in His words and promises. He does not lie or deceive.

It is impossible to fix any limits to His attnbutes, for Allah has no Jimitations because He is All-
Powerful and Perfect. This list is not exhaustive but is essential to understand the Glory of Allah.
The attributes are not acquired but inherent in the conception of Divinity.




AS-SIFAT AS-SALBIYYAH

The Negative Attributes or Limitations which cannot be found in Alidh becanse they are below His
Dignity are cailed *As-Sifat as-Salbiyyah®. They are many, but like * As-5ifat ath-Thubitiyyah®
only eight are listed generally. They are:

1. SHARIK: The word Sharik means a colleague or a partner. Allah has neither a colleague
nor a parteeer in His Divinity.

2. MURAKKAB: This word means “Compound” or “Mixed”. Allah is neither made, nor
composed, of any material. He cannot be divided even in the imagination.

3. MAKAN: It means “Place”. Alldh is not confined to a place for He has no JISM (body?}.
Alldh is everywhere (Omnipresent).

4. HULUL: It means “entering”. Nothing enters Allah nor does He enter anything or

anybody. Therefore, the belief of Incarnation in any form is abhorrent to the conception of
Divinity,

5. MAHALLE HAWADIS: This means “suﬁjf:ct to cﬁanges”. Allgh cannot change.

6. MAR-I: It means “visible™, Alldh is not visible. He has not been seen, is not seen, and will
never be seen because He has no bedy and does not occupy a space.

7. THTIYAJ: It means “dependence” or “nced”. Alldh is not deficient in any virtue, so He
does not need anything,

8. SIFAT-1-ZAYD: This means “added qualifications™. The attributes of Alldh are not
separate from His Being. For example, we say that Allah is * Alim, but it does not mean that
His knowledge is something separate from His Existence. In fact, there has never been a
time when He was less “Alim and then acquired more knowledge. His knowledge, His
Mercy, His Justice, and all His virtues and attributes are His Own Being.

According to Islam, ALLAH is the name of God as perceived in the light of the above Positive and
Negative Attributes. The word ALLAH 15 the sum total of all of His attributes and abilities. In
other words, ALLAH is the Creator of the Universe, Self-Existent, the source of all perfection and
free from all defects, Omnipotent, Omniscient, Omnipresent, etc.




JUSTICE OF ALLAH (“ADL)

Al *Adl Al 1lahi means that Allah is Just; He is neither cruel nor unkind, nor does He do anything
that Jacks in wisdom, Whatever He does, such as endowing life, giving sustenance, or depriving
anything has inherent benefit in it, though the benefit may not be apparent to us.

" For example, when a doctor treats a sickness, we know the patient benefits from the treatment,
though we do not know how the treatment brings about the benefit. Thus, when we witness Allah
endowing one with riches, while leaving another in poverty, or granting one person greatness while
denying it te another, or keeping one heatthy and the other sick with disease etc. ' We have to accept
that these are based on rationalism even though we may not be able to understand the wisdom
behind them.

Allah does no wrong or evil, Anybody who commits wrong or injustice does so either because he
does not know that it is wrong {but Allah knows everything) or becanse he needs something
which cannot be obtained without wrong-deing (but Aliah has no need) or because he has been
compelied by somebody else to commit that wrong (but Allah is All-Powerfil and no one can

compe! Him to do anything). So it makes sense that it is impossible for Allah to do any injustice or
wrong. .

AN EXAMPLE OF ALLAH'S JUSTICE.

It is told that once the Persian King Kisra was asked, “From whom did you learn justice?”

He replied, “Because I know for sure that every man will be judged according to one's deeds:
either bad or good.”

He was asked: “How is that?”

He replied: “One day when [ was on my way to the forest, I saw a gazelle. I sent my dog after
it and it caught the gazelle by the lea. But the dog did not catch the gazelle as was the practice;
it bit and broke the gazelle's ep.

Not long after, the dog went in front of the horse and was kicked in the leg and his leg was
broken.

Soon after, the horse's leg slipped into a hole and broke.

Therefore, 1 realized that everybedy's rewards depend upon his deeds. When he does a good
deed he will be rewarded well, and an evil deed will be punished. Hence my good deeds.”

After reading these, would you ever want to commit evil deeds? We hope to stay far away from all
cvils.




FROPHETHOOD

A prophet is 2 man who receives revelations from Allah to deliver mankind and bring them out

from the darkness of tyranny, evil and ignorance and to lead them to the light of justice, truth, and
knowledge. He is a perfect, sinless guide,

Prophets may be divided into two groups:

1. A "Rasiil' is that prophet who brought a new code of laws (sharr*ah).
2. A "Nab¥' is that prophet who did not bring any new shari‘ah, but followed the shari*ah of a
previous 'Rasil'.

Thus the level of 4 'Rastl’ is higher than that of 2’ NabT'. In all there came 124,000 prophets from
Alldh. The first pmphf:t was Adam {AS} and the last was Muhammad (SAW).

There were five U'lul Azm prophets. An U’lul Azm prophet is a Rasal who is at an even higher
level. They are:

1. Prophet Nuh (AS} ( Noah )

2. Prophet Ibrahim (AS) (Abraham )
3. Prophet Miisa (AS) (Moses)

4. Prophet ‘Isi (AS) (Jesus)

5. Prophet Muhammad (SAW).

Jews are the followers of Prophet Miusa {AS)
Christians are the followers of Prophet ‘Isi (AS)
Muslims are the followers of Prophet Muhammad (SAW)

Taurat was revealed to Prophet Musi (AS)

Zabiir was revealed to Prophet Dawiid {AS)

Tnjil was revealed to Prophet ‘Isi (AS)

Qur'an was revealed to Prophet Muhammad (SAW)

All previous books were cancelled by Allih when the holy Qur'an was revealed. Now the holy |
Qur'an is the only authentic and true Book for mankind. Likewise, all previous religions like
Judaism and Christianity have been cancelled and updated by Allah and now the only true religion
is Islam which will remain until the Day of Judgment. Thus Aliah says:

“And whocver will seek any religion other than Islam, it will not be accepied from him;
and he, in the hereafter, will be among those who get Jost.”

Thus Prophet Muhammad {SAW?} is the last Prophet and Islam is the only true religion which
cancelled all previous religions; its Shari*ah will continue until the last Day (Qivamat),

&




All Prophets are infallible and sinless (Ma®simin). It is necessary for a prophet to be sinless
because if a Prophet were as sinful as we are, his preaching would lose effect. Ifhe could lie, who
would believe him? How ¢an people judge that whatever he speaks he speaks truthfully and from
Allah? He must be over and above every bad thing to be effective.

Alidh says that His prophets are sinfess. There are many verses in the Quran on this subject,
Verses 3 and 4 of Stirah 53 (Siirah An-Najm, The Star) refer to this matter:

“Nor does he speak out of his own desire : It is nothing but pure revelation that has been
revealed by Allah™




IMAMAT

The holy Prophet of Islam, Prophet Muhammad (SAW), is the last messenger of Ailah.
Almighty Allzh entrusted him with a comprehensive and complete code and sent him into this
world for the guidance of humanity. That code is the holy Qur'an, which is a perfact means of
guidance for man till the Day of Judgement. For this very reason the system of divine
revelation also came to an end with this book.

Although the hely Qur'an covers all diverse matters in the universe, it is not possible for
gveryone to master its contents fully, The necessity therefore, arose that there should be some
peopie who should have deep as well as extensive knowledge of this Book and should be ina
position fo gnide the people according to its commandments. To achieve this end, the holy
Prophet (SAW), acting upon the command of Alldh, appointed his successors to perform the
task of guiding peeple after him. They are called Tmams' and are tweive in number,

‘There is a second important reason why it is necessary to have Im&ms. In the holy Qur’an,
Allah promised us that He will never leave human beings without a divine guide to help us.
Alldh informed our Prophet (SAW} about the names and identity of his twelve successors.
These Imams are the only rightful suceessors of the prophet (SAW) and they are:

1. Imam *Alf Al Murtada. (AS). The son of the prophet's uncle, Abii Talib, and married to
our lady of light, Fatima {AS) the daughter of the holy prophet {SAW)

2. Imam Hasan Al-Mujtaba (the chosen)} {AS), elder son of * All and Fatima {AS)

3. Imam Husayn, Sayyid ash- Shuhadi (the chief of the Martyrs), the younger son of Al
and Fatima (AS) '

4. Imam *‘Alf Zaynul ‘Abidin, (the Omament of the worshippers), son of Husayn (AS)

5. Imiim Muhammad Al-Bagir (one who spreads the knowledge), son of *AR (AS)

6. Imim Ja‘far As-Sidiq (the True), son of Muhammad (AS).

7. Imdm Miisd AI-Kazim (the patient), son of Ja*far (AS)

8. Imim “AIT Ar-Rida (the accepted), son of Musa (AS).

9. Imim Muhammad At-Taqi {the pious}, son of * Al (AS).

1C. Imém *All an-Nagqi (the pure), son of Muhammad (AS).

11. Imam Hasan Al-*AskarT, son of * Al {AS).

12. Imam Muohammad Al-Mahdi, son of Hasan (AS); he is Al-Caim {one who stands on the path
of truth) and Al-Muntazar (AS) the Im@m of our time.

The twelfth Jmam js alive to this day, but is hidden, and will reappear at a time appointed by Allah.
He is the AWAITED OME and Al-Mahdi (guided by Allahk) who will correct injustices and spread
Islarn throughout the world.

These 12 Imams were the Hwjat {proof) of Alldh on His creatures and they were created from the
niir (light) of the prophet {SAW). All the Imams are Infailible and sinless (Ma‘stimin) like the
prophets.

The prophet (SAW) said: "Verily, My Ahlul Bayt {farmily members) are likened o Nih's Ack,
those who got into it were saved from the flood and those who left it were drowned and
perished". Therefore, one who loves and stands by them (Ahhul Bayt} will succeed 1o the
Akhirat (in the life hereafier); and one who Jeaves them will be doomed to ignorance and evil.

QIYAMAT - HEAVEN & HELL

The belief in the Day of Qiyimat is our fifth and last usill ad-din and, like the other four
principles, it is very important,

Human beings cannot live forever. Something that we have always heard about, and have even
seen sometimes, is death. But, we wonder, what is death? What happens afier a person dies? Is
there such a thing as life after death?

Everything has to come to end. Allzh has given us life and can also take it back from us: Innd
Lillahi Wa Inna Ilayhi Raji‘tn (To Him do we belong and to Him we shall return). After death
an individual gets reward or punishment for the deeds performed during his/her lifetime, and this
will happen on The Day of Qiyamat. This day is also referred o as The Day Of Judgement
{Yawmul Hisab). Islam teaches us that we should prepare ourselves for this day. On this day
Allzh will give us life once again and will ask us to give a detailed account of our deeds in the
world. The Qur’an describes this day which will be “a day the measure of which is 50,000 years”.

Before Paradise and Hell, there are two things that will happen:-

a} THE GRAVE - A person will be asked in the grave about his faith and deeds, and he will be
awarded or punished accordingly. Prophet Mubammad (SAW) said, “The grave may be
either the Hell (fire} or Paradise”.

The reward or punishment of the grave is not like that of Paradise or Hell. A person in the grave
fecls like a person who is asleep, who may either be dreaming a peaceful and comfortable or
frightful dream and feels comfort or discomfort according to that dream. But the person in the
grave does not know what has befallen the man sleeping next to him. Likewise the living
people do not see the condition in which the dead person is. They only see the dead body,
without knowing whether he/she is in Bliss or Torture.

b} RESURRECTION - It means that all human beings will be brought to life again in
. bodily form and then will be assembled at one place. There they will stand before the
“highest court of justice, where the scales of justice will be erected, and where: the

witnesses (the Prophets and Imams) will be present. Each person will be given histher
own book of deeds, and witnesses will be called. Those whe had done good deeds on
carth will be exalted; and those who had pursued the path of evil will be ashamed.

Therefore, every individual should strive to do good deeds to spare himself/herself from the loss
from which there is no refuge.

The Day of Judgement will be like a report day in school where we receive our report cards telling
us how well or how poorly we have done during our lifetime. Qur life right now is our final exam
and our marks will be given to us on that day along with our rewards or punishments. Those who
have done well will be happy while the others will wish that they had worked harder to be happy on
that day. If a person had true faith and did good deeds, e.g. prayed, fasted during the month of
Ramadan, paid Zakit and Khums, gave to charity. looked after the orphans, fed the poor and did
other such deeds, he/she wilt receive the Grace of Allak and wil] be sent to Paradise where he/she
will find eternal contentment according to his spiritual qualities. There will be gardens beneath




which flow the streams in the shade of the Mercy of Alldh where there will be beantifu! palaces,
delicions foods, and many other unimagined bounties and wonderful blessings of Allah,

Persons holding the wrong kind of belief and doing evil deeds like killing, going on the

wrong path, eating what is not lawful, stealing, drinking liquor, and other sins will be punished in
Hell, where there is Fire, torture, and where food is of Zaqqiim, and drinks are made of boiling
water. There they will remain forever in sorrow and punishment.

The sun, on The Day of Qiyamat, will come down very low and the earth will be red hot. Those
who have done good deeds will be able to find shelter while those who have done evil will burn
under the hot sun; they will not be able to shelter themselves from fhe burning sun no matter how
hard they try. Therefore, we have to do our very best and try to be good Muslims in this world, for
those who have believed in Allsh and obeyed Him will have no fear.

The reward that we will get on this day for our good deeds is Heaven (Jannat) while Hell
(Fahannam) will be the result of our evil deeds. Hell is the place of burning fires where the evil
doers will rot - they will bum forever in the hell fire, Heaven is the place of peace and happiness;
there people will get whatever they wish for. There will be beautiful flowing rivers and sweet
music to fill our days and then we will be glad that we went on the straight path; the path upon
which God has bestowed His blessings. '

THE HOLY QUR*AN
The manual for mankind

The Qur'an is the greatest miracle anyone has ever witnessed. It is a sign (3yah) of Allah (SWT)
and contains many miracles which have been explained, which are being explained, and which are
still waiting to be explained.

Several Miracles from the Qur’an are;
1. The prophecy of 1030 months.

- Allah {SWT) has said in siirah 97, Stirah Al-Qadr,
“The Night of Power is better then 1800 months.”

Have you ever wondered why Allah (SWT) has said 1000 months? Why didn’t he say 999 months
or 1001 months? Many scholars have researched this dyah thnmugh]}r' and have come to the
following conclusion about the meaning of this ayah:

This ayah is talking about the government of Mu*awiya and Yazfd and their descendents, who miled
for exactly 1000 months! They did not rule one month more or one month less. This ayah is telling
us that the worship and du‘as of Laylatu] Qadr (THE NIGHT OF POWER} which is, don’t forget,
only one night long, is more powerful than 1000 months. 1000 months tumns out to be 83 years and
3 months of the evil rule of Bani Ummayyah (the family of Mu‘awiya and Yazid). Now one must
keep in mind that this ayah was revealed long before BanT Ummayyah even came to power!

This is one of many examples where the Qur’an has predicted events before they happen,

2. The water cycle.

“Verily in the creation of the heavens and the earth and the alternation of the night und
the day and (in) the ships that sail in the sea with what profits mankind and (in) the water
which God sends down from the skies and enlivens therewith the earth after its death and
scatters therein (every kind of) animal and in the changing of the winds and the clouds
controlled for service between the heavens and the earth, surely there are signs for (the
guidance of) people who understand.”

(Sdrahk Al-Bagarah, 2:164; see also Stiralh al-4'raf, 7:57)

In the Qur’an, in many different dyat, Allah talks about the marvels of the water cycle, which you
lcarned about in science. The water cycle refers to how water starts off in rivers and lakes,
evaporates into the air because of heat, rises and then condenses into clouds, falls back to earth as
rain, goes into the ground and then makes its way back to the rivers and lakes, only te start the cycle
all over again. Scientists have known about the water cycle for less than a hundred vears, but it is
one of many amazing things described in the Qur’an by Allah.

Overall, there are s0 many amazing examples contained within the Qur’an, talking about many
events which have already happened or wili happen, or discussing things that science is only now
able to understand.

The Qur*an sheuld be valued and kept as an important part of our daily life. It is the answer to our
calts and troubles. It is surely ahead of its time.

But one may wonder, cart EVERYTHING that happens in the world be covered in the Qur’an? A
straightforward ANSWER ——= YES!

Every area of knowledge is contained in the Qur'an. There is so much that has already been
discovered from the verses of the Qur’an, and there are countless facts that are waiting to be
discovered and astonish us. '
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PROPHET MUSA (AS) - PARTI

During the reign of Prophet Yisuf {AS), he invited his father, Prophet Ya'qiib (AS), and his family
to come to live in Egypt. The family settled there and in time grew to a large number and they were
called the Bani Isra'il.

After several centories, a man called Fir‘aun came to power in Egypt. He was alarmed to see that
the Banj Isra’1l had become so many that they might pose a threat to the future security of the state.
From that time onwards he made life for the Bani Isrd’1l difficult. Matters became particularly bad
for them when a royal astrologer informed Fir‘aun that a boy from the Bani Isra’tl would soon be
born and at whose hands Fir‘aun's kingdom would be destroyed. On hearing this, the cruel king
ordered that every male ¢hild bom to the Bani Isra’l should be killed.

However Allah had decided that Prophet Miisa (AS) was to be born in such a dangerous
environment and He arranged affairs to ensure the safety of His messenger. When Prophet Misd
{AS) was bomn, his mother hid him to protect him from the king's soldiers. However, there was a
great danger that the child would be discovered at any moment. At this time Alliah inspired her to
put her baby in & water proof box and cast him into the waters of the Nile. She did this, and then
sent her danghter to follow the little "boat" and see where it went.

The box floated towards the palace of Fir‘aun, where his men fished it out and brought the baby to
hm. He wanted fo kill it immediately, suspecting that it might be a child of the Bapi Isra'l, but his

wife Asiya, who was a pious woman, stopped him. They were childless, so she asked him to adopt
the child.

Fir‘aun agreed to his wife's request and then summoned seme women to breastfeed the crying child,
However, the baby refused milk from a1l the women who came to feed him. In the meantime the
sister came forward and offered to introduce a woman who she was certain the child would accept,
Fir‘aun asked for the woman to be summoned, and the girl brought her mother to the palace. The
child immediately went to his real mother and thus Alldh reunited mother and child in the very
palace of Fir‘aon.

As the years passed, Prophet Musa (AS) grew up strong and healthy. He had the knowledge,
wisdom and manners that Allah grants all His Prophets. Prophet Miisd (AS) resolved to end the
oppression of all people under Fir‘aun and he began by trying to help his own people, the Bani
lsrall. They realized that Aliah had answered their prayers and their saviour would one day free
them frorn the tyranny of Fir'aun.

Unce Prophet Milsd (AS) saw two men fighting. One was from Bani IsraTl, and shouted for help.
Prophet Miisd (AS) came to tus rescue and struck the other man a single blow and unwittingly killed
him. Later, Prophet Miisa (AS) learnt that his action had been seen by one of Fir'aun's men and he
wondered whether to leave the city. A warmning from a friend that he was being hunted strengthened
his resolve and he leit the city of his birth secretly.

Prophel dMisa (AS) walked for a long time without a fived destination and {inally reached Madyan.
Here, be rested next to a well and saw that the shepherds had gathered to water their sheep. Two
maidens were standing away from the erowd of men, waiting their tem. Prophet Musa (AS) went
forward to help them draw the water. The maidens then departed, their work finished. However,
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one of them returned, informing Prophet Miisa (AS) that her father wished to thank him personally
for his heip, and wanted to reward him for his trouble, He went with her to her house and
discovered that her father was Prophet Shu‘aib {AS).

Prophet Miisa (AS) narrated the account of his trouble in Egypt and Prophet Shu‘aib (AS) assured
him that he was safe in Madyin. He then offered him a job as a shepherd on the recommendation of
his daughter, Safura. He said that he would allow Prophet Miisd (AS) to marry Safura as long as he
worked for him for 8 years. 1f he wished te work for longer, it wonld be his decision.

Prophet Miisa (AS) thus married Safura and worked for her father for 10 years. At the end of this
time, he left for Egypt with his wife and a few sheep that he had received as a gift. It was severe
winter time and Prophet Miisa {AS) lost his way in the night. Suddenly he saw a fire in the
distance. He asked his wife to remain where she was and headed for the fire, thinking to bring some
of it back to give them relief from the bitter cold.

When he reached Mount Sinai he saw that the flames were coming from a green tree but there was
110 one present and the tree was not even being consumed by the fire. While Prophet Mosa (AS)
looked arcund in surprise, he suddenly heard a voice saying, O Masa, I am your Lord! Take off
your shoes for you have stepped on to the sacreqd valley of Tuwad”. As Prophet Miisa (AS) cbeyed,
he heard the voice ask him to throw his staff onto the ground. At once it changed into a serpent,

surprising him. He was then commanded to lift the snake without fear and as he did so, it changed
back into a stick.

Next he was commanded to put his hand under his armpit. When he drew it out again, his hand
glowed with a dazzling light, britliant like the sun. The Divine voice said to hing, *0Q Misi! These

are the two great Signs of your Lord. Go back te Fir‘aun and his people and invite them towards
your Lord!™

Prophet Musa (AS) requested that his brother, Prophet Hariin {AS} accompany him in his mission
because he spoke with a fluent voice. This request was granted and thus Prophet Miisa (AS) came
back to Egypt.
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PROPHET MUSA (AS) - PART II

When Prophet Milsa (AS) returned to Egypt from Madyan he first went to meet his mother, brother,
and sister. He informed his brother Prophet Hariin (AS) that their mission had begun and they
prepared themselves to po to the court of Firtaun.

Prophet Misi (AS) told Fir‘aun that he was a Messenger of Alldh and that he had bronght clear
proofs that he was speaking the truth. Fir‘aun rejected this claim and then reminded Prophet
Misa (AS) of the favours that he bestowed on him in his infancy, He slso accused him of
having run away after committing a murder,

Prophet Miisa (AS) argued that he had only been raised away from his own tribe because his mother
had been forced to abandon him in fear of his life. He also stated that he had not intentionaily killed
any ran and then reminded Fir‘aun of the message he had brought from Allah, Their conversation
is recorded in the Holy Qur'an as follows:

He (Fir‘aun) said, “If you will take a lord besides me, I will most certainly imprison you.”
e (Musa) said, “What! Even if I bring fo you something manifest.” He said, “Bring it
then if you are one of the trithful ones.”™ So he cast down his staff and lo! It suddenly
became an obvious serpent. And he drew forth his kand, and lo! It appeared white to the
onipokers,

Strah Ash-Shu‘ara, 26:29-33

These miracles frightened Fir‘aun and he turned to his ministers for advice. They assured him that
Prophet Miisa {AS) and Prophet Hariin (AS) were preat magicians and that their own magicians
could easily perform such tricks. Fir‘aun called all the great magicians and tricksters in the land to
his court. When they were told what had to be done, they were not worried. They threw pieces of
rope on the ground and these cords began to wriggle like snakes. But when Prophet Miisa {AS) cast
his staff down his serpent ate all the pieces of rope, The magicians immediately realized that they .
were witnessing a miracle.

They were experts in trickery but they knew that Prophet Miisa {AS) was not demonstrating a trick
and imunediately threw themselves in prostration saying, “We believe in the faith of Masa™.

Their actions enraged Fir*aun who warned, “You have surrendered without my permission while he
is only a greater magician than you. If you do not repent I will cut off your feet and hands and then
crucify you™. However, they were not afraid of the threats and were willing to die for their faith. In
the end Fir‘aun camed out his cruel threat.

Fir‘aun realized that Prophet Misa (AS) posed a threat to his authority and decided to &ill him.
However, from his own court one of his advisers warned him against this action, saying, “If you
think that Miis3 has made a false claim it will not harm you but himself. But if he speaks the truth,
his Lord's Wrath will befall you™,

This advice did not please Fir‘aun and he increased his eppression of the Bani. lsrafl and tried to
intimidate Prophet Masa (AS) and his followers.
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
